MDS volunteers are known for repairing and rebuilding homes damaged by disasters. The
summer youth program is an opportunity for youth to see their actions impact the lives of
others through the Anabaptist tradition of volunteering. During the summer months, MDS
runs a youth program to accommodate church groups. Space is limited and you need to begin
planning early to increase the likelihood that MDS can host your group. MDS strongly
recommends a | adult to 3 student ratio and asks for $50/person to help cover costs of
accommodations and meals. Project locations will be chosen in the spring based on current
disaster locations and needs. Information packets are mailed out in November and applications
are typically due in mid-January.
